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How JustFaith Opened My Eyes By Jim Heitzman

Along with Tim Goldman, | will be co-facilitating the
JustFaith Program that is being o#ered to members
of St. Timothy's.

| would like to provide you with a little background
information about myself and how the JustFaith
Program impacted my faith life.! | have been a
member of Sacred Heart Catholic Church in West
Des Moines since moving to Des Moines nearly four
years ago.! | grew up in Dubuque and attended
college at lowa State University (I am a big Cyclone
Sports fan - Hawkeye fans, don't hold that against
me!).! Over the next 18 years my career choices led
me to live in six di#erent states.! About four years
ago, | felt the tug to be closer to my parents (who
still live in Dubuqgue) and two brother's and two
sister's families that live in either Des Moines,
Minneapolis or Kansas City.! | moved to Des Moines
because it o#ered! the cultural, social and
recreational activities | was seeking- but wasn't a
BIG city.! Since moving to Des Moines, | have
worked for! ITA Group in West Des Moines as a
Measurement Analyst.

A little about my faith journey and JustFaith
experience.! Growing up Catholic, my faith
formation seemed self-focused.! Being a good
Christian meant adhering to the Ten
Commandments and making the "right" choices.!
The concepts of good (heaven) vs. evil were strongly
engrained as part of my Catholic school education
and morality instilled by my parents.! The biblical
verse "it is easier for a camel to go through the eye
of a needle, than for a rich man to enter the
kingdom of God" seemed to characterize my view of
being Christian.! God might be merciful, but he has
high standards.! The brst 10-12 years after college,
the Christian values instilled in me remained strong,
but my interest in formalized religion and attending
mass on Sundays became a lesser priority.! About
12 years ago | attended graduate school at Indiana
University and found a Catholic church that sparked
my desire to be closer to God and made being part
of a faith community a bigger part of my life.! Over
time being a good Catholic meant more than going
to church on Sunday and following the Ten
Commandments - my eyes were also opened to my
responsibility to help those around me and grow my
Catholic faith by attending bible study.

That gets me to my JustFaith experience.! | had
never heard of JustFaith until about a year ago,
when | saw a notice in Sacred Heart's weekly bulletin
for a 30 week program that focused on social

justice issues.! | was attracted to JustFaith because |
wanted to better understand how my Christian faith
should connect to the social issues | would read
about in the newspaper or see on TV daily.! My
personality is such, that | was looking at social
justice from an academic/theological perspective.!
My eyes were opened during the initial classes and
opening retreat, when | kept hearing the word
"transformation”.! I'd like to believe that | am open
to change and that a program like JustFaith could
awaken my Christian spirit.! However, | was
skeptical based the lack of change that all the self-
help books | had read over the years had on making
lasting changes to my life.! However, the weekly
readings and follow-up group discussion helped me
look at issues like immigration, non-violence,
poverty and simple living from a di#erent
perspective.! Some issues like immigration and
simple living - | look at entirely di#erently when
viewed in the context of my Christian discipleship.!
The JustFaith group that Tim & | were part of
included ten people and | learned so much from
each person because we all came from di#erent
backgrounds and our life experiences shaped our
ideas regarding the issues.! We weren't expected to
agree on every issue, but were expected to practice
sacred listening and respect di#ering opinions.

JustFaith has transformed me because | want to get
involved in my community to improve the lives of
people in need.! The idea of solving world hunger
can be intimidating and bring about feelings of
futility.! However, that is not what God is asking me
to do.! He is asking me to help the least of my
brothers and sisters and if that means impacting
even one person- that is a start.! The Faith Garden
at St. Timothy's is a great example of how a simple
idea can make a big impact on people in need.

I hope you will consider making JustFaith a part of
your journey with Christ.! If you would like

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On Being Episcopalian: The Emblem & The Shieldcby Terry Swanson

The other day | was cleaning the bookshelf over my
desk B something | avoid as religiously as possible B
when | found a book I'd long forgotten about.
Actually it's been there since Karen Voss gave it to
me a couple of years ago. At that time | said,
"Thanks" and promptly put it on the shelf. Well, the
other day | had two options 1) continue dusting or 2)
peruse the book. Well, no question about what |
chose. And I'm so glad | did.

The name of the book is, "The Episcopal Handbook"
published by Morehouse Publishing Co. and it's
chock full of good stu# about being Episcopalians:
who we are, what we believe, how we di#er among
ourselves, why questions are okay. It gave me lots
of things to think about.

One of the early topics is a description of the
Episcopal shield. | think we ought to know about
the shield since we're sort of bound to what it
represents. First a little background. The Episcopal
Church is the American branch of the Anglican
Communion. The Anglican Communion is an
inheritor of 2000 years of catholic and apostolic
tradition dating from Christ himself, rooted in the
Church of England. When the Church of England
spread throughout the British Empire, sister
churches sprang up. These churches, while
autonomous in their governance, were and are
bound together by tradition, Scripture, and the
inheritance they have received from the Church of
England. Together they make up the Anglican
Communion, which is headed spiritually by the
Archbishop of Canterbury and has some 70 million
members, making it the second largest Christian
body in the world.

Here in the United States, the Episcopal Church came
into existence as an independent denomination after
the American Revolution. Today it has between two
and three million members in the United States,
Mexico, and Central America, all of which are under
jurisdiction of the Presiding Bishop of the Episcopal
Church.

The Anglican communion is represented by the
Anglican emblem, which is the Compass Rose. (The
compass rose in its original form is well-known to
many as it has appeared on charts and maps since
the 13000s. It is the familiar north, south, east, west
cross-symbol used to show direction. Its many
compass points indicate the many directions of the
winds.) The Episcopal Church is represented by the
Episcopal shield.

In its Anglican form, the red cross of St.
George sits on a silver shield at the
center, a reminder of the origins of the
Anglican Communion and a unifying link
of the past within the communion today.
Encircling the cross is a band bearing
the inscription OThe Truth shall make
you freeQ in the original New Testament
Greek. From the band radiate the points
of the compass. The compass symbolizes
the worldwide spread of the Anglican
faith. Atop the

shield is a mitre, the symbol of the Apostolic Order
(the role of the Episcopate) which is essential to all
the churches which constitute the Anglican
Communion.

The Episcopal shield is reminiscent of the
[American flag (many of the founding

| fathers of the ECUSA were also the

/ founding fathers of our country), and its
red, white, and blue motif signify that the
ECUSA is the American representative to
the Anglican Communion. The colors each
have a symbolic meaning: Red is for the
blood Christ shed for us and for the lives
of the martyrs of our faith; White is the
color of purity; Blue is the traditional

color of the Virgin Mary, the mother of the
Son of Man.

Several crosses appear on the Episcopal shield. The
large, red cross that divides the shield is a cross of
St. George, the cross of the Church of England, and
it represents our ties with our mother church.

There are nine small crosses in the upper left
guadrant arranged in a St. Andrew's cross, the
cross of the Church of Scotland. (Remember the
legend that says when St. Andrew was about to be
put to death on the cross, he asked to be hung
spread eagle on an x-shaped cross because he was
not worth to die the way his Lord had died.) When
no Anglican bishop would ordain a bishop for the
fledgling Protestant Episcopal Church in the USA,
bishops of the Church of Scotland agreed to lay
hands on Samuel Seabury, ordaining him the first
bishop of the ECUSA. This cross honors the part the
Church of Scotland played in the birth of our

church.

Mark made
his way to St. Timothy's where he painted, caulked
windows, repaired doors, bxed locks and more - and
that was the pbrst week!

Mark found himself in possession of a number of
wooden wine boxes.! He took three of them, attached
them and put a back on the boxes to build over 20
book cases that have sold for $25 each.! The money
that has been realized has been sent to All Saints
Cathedral School in Nzara, Sudan!which will educate
14 students for one year - paying for uniforms and
tuition.

Mark's most recent e#orts to help others islthe 1 1/2
acre garden at St. Timothy's.! The corn, tomatoes,

potatoes, beets, onions and some 15 other
vegetables are delivered to Des Moines area food
banks.! Mark, along with his dozen "fellow farmers",
staggered the planting of vegetables so that they
would mature at various times, thus prolonging the
harvest.! Mark and his "fellow farmers" gather in the
afternoons to work the soil and harvest the crops.!
HELP is needed and would be greatly appreciated by
Mark and his fellow workers.! As one approaches the
St. Timothy's garden, a six foot cross is seen.! Mark
tells the story that friends gathered at his and
Sandra's home last New Year's Eve.! One person,
upon admiring the Marshall's 14 foot!Christmas tree,
noted that after the holidays the trunk of the tree
could be conbgured into a cross to be used at Easter.!
